The
book was published a year
after Rosa Parks’ historic
refusal to move to the back
of a segregated bus. His

landmark book is sometimes
seen as the product of the
Civil Rights movement but
his unorthodox critique
of slavery had developed
long before Rosa Parks and
Reverend Martin Luther King,
Jr. began to make headlines.
His life from 1912 - 2009 was
truly an outstanding one
in the annuls of the United
States.

Who's Their

China announces the first
frozen sperm panda cub
that was born in China after
being conceived using frozen
sperm. This is something
scientists hope will help the
endangered species avoid
extinction.

Dinosaur Dundee

A 98 million-year-old
Australian made the news
when scientists confirmed for
the first time that a dinosaur,
an 11,000 pound meat-eating
predator with three slashing
claws on each of its forelimbs,
stalked the continent. It was
one of the largest dinosaurs
found in the last 30 years.

Another Earth?

Although astronomers
have located 340 planets
orbiting other stars, they
have identified two that are
most similar to earth. The
most recently discovered
one is twice the size of earth,
making it the smallest exl
planet found to date. The
second was found two years
ago, but new observations
have shown that it's the only
ex| planet to date that orbits
its star in the habitable zone
where water remains liguid.
Probably it is then the only
planet discovered that's likely
to have oceans. Both planets
orbit the same star; a dwarf
20 light years from earth
called Gliese 581.

Particle Man

For physicists and many
layman alike, the most
exciting happenings is
at Fermilab, the physics
research facility in Chicago,
where America fell behind

in the search for the Higgs
Boson, also known as the
"God particle.” This special
subatomic particle allows all
of the other particles in the
universe to have mass and
form everything that's around
us. Although we were usually
in the vanguard of this kind
of research, and for years
the Tevatron, the particle
accelerator, at Fermilab
was the most powerful in
the world. However, when
scientists at Switzerland
turned on the Large Hadron
Collider, the new $9 billion
accelerator near Geneva, is
funded by an international
consortium of 60 countries,
including the U.S. Eight days
after the Large Hadrom
Collider was switched on
there was a serious accident.
No one was hurt, but an
electrical failure vaporized
pipes by a lightening bolt of
escaping energy. Because of
this reprieve, the physicists
at Fermilab began smashing
particles as never before,
revving the Tevatron to
more than 2,000 percent
of its original capacity and
working around the clock. In
February, they stunned the
world by making the first
major breakthrough in Higgs
research in nearly a decade.
They were able to set an
upper boundary for its mass.
The first sign of the particle
could be found in the United
States within this year.

Pushing Drugs

The New England Journal of
Medicine saw that the total
for all drug-related marketing
was over $30 billion. We know
we're fat, fearful, and we
don’'t exercise enough, but
there are a few changes we
can make immediately. Check
with your doctor before you
do this. Enrich your diet with
potassium, hopefully in the
form of bananas and other
fruits and vegetables. If not,
in the form of some mild
supplements. Remember
that magnesium, zinc,
calcium, and salt all block the
absorption of potassium in
the body. Make sure you're
taking the right ratio. It's a
safe bet for most people, of
course, to cut back on salt
in their diet. There are 1.6
billion overweight people in
the world and unfortunately
860 million who are
underfed.
